Today, I had the opportunity to observe an English lesson that introduced sentence
structure to students through a unique and engaging approach, the Sentence Patterning
Chart. The teacher cleverly compared this method to building with Lego blocks, an
analogy that made the abstract concept of sentence construction tangible and relatable
for students. Just as Lego pieces come together to create structures, words fit together
to form sentences. This imaginative comparison set a lively tone and helped students
see sentence-building as accessible and interactive.

The lesson began with an exploration of parts of speech. The teacher first identified
nouns, using "families" from a chant as an example, and then guided students in
identifying adjectives. With each new part of speech, the teacher paused to encourage
students to explore examples from the chant, providing visual clarity by underlining or
circling each identified word in distinct colors. This approach not only reinforced each
word’s role but also made the process visually appealing and easier to follow.

Throughout the lesson, the teacher used exaggerated gestures and varying vocal

tones to maintain engagement. This lively presentation captured students' attention and
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added an element of excitement to each part of the activity. To further motivate students,
the teacher reassured those with additional ideas by saying, "Don't worry, you'll have a
chance to make your own sentences!" This statement validated every student's

contributions, ensuring they felt encouraged to participate.

At the beginning of each new activity, one student was invited to read the learning
target words, setting a purposeful tone and keeping students focused on the objectives.
When moving into adverbs, the teacher used an intriguing approach, inviting students
to enter the "second level" of learning by adding “+ly” to words. This step-by-step
build-up was paired with actions that matched each adverb's meaning, such as "quietly,"
"quickly," and "slowly." These demonstrations made adverbs memorable and added
another layer of interactive learning. Midway through the lesson, a few students
returned from other activities, so the teacher prompted the class to summarize their
progress, allowing the new arrivals to integrate seamlessly into the exercise.

As we approached prepositional phrases, the teacher focused on locations and
posed questions to students, asking about places they visit with friends or family. By
providing a simple structure, “atthe . the teacher encouraged students to contribute
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responses such as “outside,” “at the park,” and “at a restaurant.” Each new suggestion

was added to the chart. To support further understanding, the teacher visually

"nons

demonstrated prepositions like "on," "in," and "under" with hand gestures, encouraging
students to create even more examples of prepositional phrases.

The teacher made a conscious effort to engage all students, including those less
likely to volunteer answers. When a student seemed unsure, the teacher would gently
say, “I’ll come back to you later,” giving the student time to think without creating
pressure. This inclusive approach encouraged everyone to stay focused and involved.

Once the chart was complete, the teacher led the class in a song set to the familiar
tune of “The Farmer in the Dell.” Together, they sang sentences constructed from two
adjectives, a noun, a verb, an adverb, and a prepositional phrase; for example: “Kind,
small families playing happily at the park.” This turned their charted work into a lively
chant, making the practice of sentence structure both engaging and memorable. The
students clearly enjoyed the process, and to conclude the activity, the teacher invited
them to give a thumbs-up if they had fun. She also emphasized how this method could
serve as a helpful strategy for future learning.

The lesson then moved to an activity on word categorization, where students
grouped words based on phonetic similarities. The teacher encouraged students to
discuss how to classify these words and asked if they agreed with each other’s ideas. If
students agreed, they held up six fingers to indicate consensus. This was followed by
an exercise that required students to use these categorized words in sentences, further
reinforcing their comprehension and helping them see the relationships between words.

In the final part of the lesson, students worked in small groups on a collaborative
task. Each group selected one of the reading strategies the teacher had introduced
earlie—options included a mind map, elements chart, cognitive content dictionary, or
sentence patterning chart. Working together, they completed a worksheet using their
chosen strategy. To add a personalized touch, each student selected a unique color and
wrote their name in that color on the worksheet. This color-coded system was both
effective and innovative, as it allowed the teacher to track individual contributions and

ensured that all students participated actively.

In conclusion, today’s lesson was a masterful blend of creativity, structure, and

inclusiveness. The teacher’s use of visual aids, interactive activities, and personalized
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techniques not only enhanced students’ understanding of sentence structure but also
kept them engaged throughout. This experience reminded me of the importance of
making learning accessible and enjoyable for students of all levels. It highlighted the
power of thoughtful planning and dynamic teaching to create a learning environment
where each student feels valued and motivated to contribute. Moving forward, I am
inspired to incorporate these strategies in my own teaching practice to foster an

engaging and inclusive classroom atmosphere.

Today, in Mr. O’Hara’s class during the readers’ workshop, he read “Northwest

Coast Indians” to the students. Before starting the book, he first let them know that after

the reading, they would share their thoughts using the sentence pattern “I

remember .” During the story, when key terms like “crest” or “Potlatch” came

up, Mr. O’Hara had the students repeat the words to reinforce their vocabulary. After

finishing the book, he encouraged students to share what they remembered using the

sentence pattern. However, when no one volunteered, he began calling on students to

answer. One student responded, “I remember nothing.” Mr. O’Hara calmly replied,

“Next time, you might want to pay more attention. Because if your parents ask me what

you learned at school, I would say nothing because you've been busy playing and

learning nothing.” I found his response firm yet constructive—it served as a gentle

warning while remaining calm and composed. [ was particularly impressed by how he

managed the situation without showing frustration, something I would find challenging

if a student said they remembered nothing to me.
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Later in the day during “centers time,” where students are pulled out for small

group lessons. Since it was the first day of implementing this, the classroom was chaotic!

Some students were confused and | Centers time. Mr. O’Hara was busy teaching
upset, with one even crying because
their friends had left the room for
the small group sessions. I also had
to escort students to different

classrooms while monitoring those

who remained in the classroom. Not all students were pulled out for the small groups—

some joined one session, while the others attended two, which was quite disorganized.

Many students seemed frustrated and insecure with the new arrangement. I hope

Thursday's small group activity goes much more smoothly as everyone becomes more

familiar with the process.
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Later during the writers’

workshop, Mr. O’Hara demonstrated

how to create an identity poster. The

goal was for students to make their own,

so he structured the lesson over two

days. On the first day, he showed

students an example of what the poster could look like, giving them ideas and sentence

patterns to use. He encouraged students to think about the aspects of their identity they

wanted to share and draw on their posters. Mr. O’Hara had the students brainstorm in

groups, sharing their ideas with one another, and then invited individual students to

present in front of the class. Even though judging by their answers, it is quite evident

that they were still unsure about what “identity” is, I think it was a good practice for

them to start to get to know and realize about themselves and their surroundings.

Reflecting on it now, I’'m glad to be working with lower grades. I get to see how

lessons are broken down into smaller, more manageable parts. For younger students,

lessons need to be chunked and taught step by step, ensuring that everyone can follow

along. It’s very different from teaching higher grades, where you can give more
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complex instructions, and students are generally able to manage on their own. I'm

learning how important it is to adjust lesson plans according to the needs and abilities

of the students at different grade levels.

The morning classes were very busy today. Li Lao Shi began the math lesson
with students practicing a worksheet on 3D shapes. It quickly became clear that the
students in this class have difficulty with spatial concepts. When Li Lao Shi asked how
many vertices a hexagonal prism’s base has, one student replied, “Three.” Li Lao Shi
later shared with me that this class struggles with visualizing spatial relationships,
making it difficult for them to connect 2D shapes to 3D models. To address this, we
both worked hard to use concrete objects to explain these concepts. For instance, we
used a water bottle to represent a cylinder and an ice cream cone to illustrate a cone.
This experience taught me the importance of using tangible objects in future lessons on
3D shapes to make concepts clearer for students. Besides, Li Lao Shi mentioned that
next week, I’1l have the opportunity to teach a math lesson myself, and I hope to help
students better understand 3D shapes through hands-on activities.

In the afternoon, I practiced teaching the entire English class. Ms. Foster had
previously told the students that Ms. Zoe would present something interesting, so when
I entered the classroom, the students looked at me with eager, excited expressions,
which made me a bit nervous. I started the lesson by mentioning that I had noticed how

much they enjoy reading and how Ms. Foster often shares different stories with them.

So, this time, I decided to introduce a traditional Taiwanese folktale called “& EE & .”
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Then, I asked the Chinese-speaking students try to translate the story’s title into English.
As the students gradually grasped the humorous meaning of the title and what the story
might be about, the whole class burst into laughter, creating a lively atmosphere that
was perfect for starting the lesson.

Throughout the story, I paused at key points to ask the students questions about
the main ideas and had them discuss with their partners. Perhaps because the questions
were too simple, the students answered quickly and accurately. When I reached the
story’s most exciting part, I added sound effects of “farts,” which made everyone,
including Ms. Foster, laugh with excitement. After finishing the story, I had the students
complete five questions on their laptops to check their understanding. Their answers
were hilarious and very creative, as shown below.

Reflecting on today’s lesson, I realized that I need to improve my time
management. The story was shorter than I had anticipated, so the lesson ended earlier
than planned. In addition, I could also include more questions to keep students engaged.
Another challenge was the varying abilities of the students in the class. Some students
wrote fantastic, well-developed answers in just three minutes, while others struggled to
write anything at all, even having difficulty forming complete sentences. Thus,
addressing this gap is something I need to think about for future lessons. Overall, I feel
this lesson was an improvement over my last one, but there’s still plenty of room for

growth!
