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between

○○○ University, ○○○ (country)
and

National Taipei University of Education, Taiwan
Following the Memorandum of Understanding (“MOU”) for Academic Collaboration between ○○○ University and National Taipei University of Education, this Agreement on Student Exchange (“Agreement”) is entered by and between both Institutions (“Institutions”).

1． Duration of Stay

Duration of stay for exchange students of both Institutions shall be in 1 semester at minimum, or 1 year at maximum.  However, such period may be amended by both Institutions when necessary. 
Period of short-term visit is limited to 30 days.  The implementation of the short-term visit shall achieve prior agreement by both Institutions.
2． Numbers of Exchange Students

Each Institution may send a maximum of 2 students in each academic year under this Agreement.  The number of short-term visit stipulated in Article 1 is not included in the number of this Article.
The number of exchange students may be revised with written agreement between two Institutions.
3． Selection of Exchange Students

The home Institution shall select students with high academic achievement for admissions required by the host Institution, and notify the host Institution before the semester begins.  Exchange students shall be selected on the basis of academic excellence by the host Institution.  The host university will reserve the right to make final decision to admit into academic programs of the host institution.
4． Enrolment of Exchange Students

a. Students shall register as host Institution exchange students to attend lectures, seminars and tutorials.

b. Exchange students shall be subjected to the regulations of the host Institution.
5． Study Programs and Evaluation

Exchange students shall determine their study programs at the host Institution after consultation with academic advisers of both host and home Institutions.  Academic performance shall be evaluated according to the rules of the host Institution.

6． Academic Record and Accreditation

Exchange students shall submit to the home Institution the academic records obtained at the host Institution, and the records shall be accredited according to the rules of the home Institution.

7． Tuition

Exchange students shall be exempted from the payment of the entrance examination fee, admission fee and tuition fee to the host Institution.
8． Accommodation

The host Institution shall assist exchange students to find accommodation at a reasonable cost.  Exchange students may have priority in applying on-campus accommodation if possible.
9． Financial Responsibility

Exchange students shall be responsible for their own expenses, including travel expenses, accommodation costs and health care fees.

10． Insurance
Each exchange/short-term visit student shall purchase his or her own health and accident insurance.  Proof of adequate insurance coverage shall be submitted to the administration of each Institution.  Neither Institution shall be responsible for expenditure of illnesses or accidents of exchange students. 

11． Entry and Visa Requirement 
Each visiting student shall be complied with all entry and visa requirements of the country of the host Institution.  Both Institutions agree to provide visiting students with information regarding the pertinent legal regulations of each host country.
12． Violation
Exchange students shall abide by all applicable regulations of the home and host institution and by all applicable laws and rules of the home and host countries. The host institution shall have the right to dismiss the exchange program with respect to any student who with the violation of these.
13． Duration

This Agreement shall be executed immediately on the date of signature and remain in effect for 5 years. Thereafter, the agreement will be renewed automatically every year unless one party gives the other a written notice of termination at least six months in advance of the proposed termination.
14． Amendment or Termination

For the amendment or termination of this Agreement, either Institution shall give a written notice six months’ in advance to the other Institution, and this Agreement may be amended or terminated by mutual consent.
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
